FRC STUDENT REGISTRATION FOR 2010 -2011  
  
Every year students are charged with selecting courses for the following school year.  
 
Grade 10 students will have an information session scheduled during Science and Math classes 
and Grade 11 students will be scheduled during English and History classes.  Should a student 
not be scheduled for one of these courses, the counsellors will be offering three additional 
Registration Information Sessions on March 12  during slots 2, 3, and 5.  Students are asked to 
sign up for these sessions in the office by March 12th at 3:30 p.m.  

 
On March  16th  students will be asked to pick up a registration package from their homeroom 
teacher.  This package will include: a personalized registration form, an On -line Course 
Selection Instructions and their Grad Credit Assessment Sheet from their homeroom.  
 
Please note that students are to follow the on -line instructions to select the courses that they 
plan to take in 2010 -2011.  To ensure that your son or daughter is selecting the appropriate 
courses please refer to the Grad Credit Assessment sheet.  Once this has been completed please 
print a personal copy of the courses selected and then place a checkmark in the box on the 
registration form indicating that the course selection has been completed on -line.  
 
Should the information on this registration form require revision, please update the data directly 
on the registration form.  Once you have checked for accuracy of information and have read the 
attached information you are asked to sign the form at the bottom of the page.  Also, please 
ensure that you have indicated your preference regarding media release of student information.  
 
The students will be asked to submit the signed registration form and the registration fee to 
their homeroom teacher on March 24th .  We hope to be able to look at the overall course 
selection during the March Break.   All returning students are encouraged to register before that 
time to ensure placement in the courses they have selected.

Students and New Students will be held in the theatre.  Schools of Choice Information will 
be available.  
 
Tuesday, Feb. 16 th  at 7:00 p.m. ð Advanced Placement/Honours Information Session will 
be held in the library.

We will 

board the school buses at 9:45 a.m and be back at school for 3:15 p.m. Any unused 

bus seats and show buttons will be offered to the Grade Twelves on a first come/ first 

served basis. We are very pleased to be involved with this event as itõs the largest Career 
Symposium in North America. A plethora of speakers and presenters will be on hand to 

discuss and share career and post secondary educational information.  
 

Research indicates that parents have a significant influence on their sonõs/

daughterõs future career decisions. You are therefore cordially invited to drop by the 

Convention Centre on the evening of  April 7 from 6:00 to 9:00 p.m (parent/ child evening) or all day on 

the 7 th  or 8 th.  
 

The following are some of the parameters for the day:  
 

1.  all participants are to take the school bus both ways; they are not allowed to take a 

private vehicle;  

2.  should  you pick up your child at the symposium please have him/her bring a note to 

one of the supervising teachers  

3.  as we donõt leave until 10:00 and return to school at 3:00 p.m, participants are expected to attend 
their slot 1 and the last portion of their slot 6 class;  

4.  students are to bring a pen to complete an on site career assignment;  

5.  participants are expected to attend a presentation and or/check out the career/educational 

booths.

WINNIPEG  TECHNICAL  COLLEGE  
 

WTC offers students an opportunity to complement their high school program. Students may enter WTC 

to take a single credit, explore a program by taking a few credits or completing it.   Typically students at-

tend on a half -time basis.  
 

The programs range from Auto Mechanics to Production Art and prepare students for either the work-

force or further post -secondary education. Even if students donõt pursue the program as their occupa-

tion, they learn practical skills from cooking or welding,  to repairing vehicles or computers.  

Interested students are to see their counsellor for details and/or a registration form.   Most programs 

have monthly intakes and are wait -listed.   Transportation is provided for  our students attending WTC 

provided they have paid their FRC student fees.   
 

Pembina Trails High school students do not pay tuition. Upon graduation, students can take up to four 

credits (approximately half the program) at no cost. However, all grads must complete an FRC Applica-

tion Form even if they do not take any courses at FRC. All  programs require at least a complete grade 
Ten standing. Those students seriously interested in the program may want to start in Grade Eleven so 

as complete the program at no cost.  
 

Interested students are to see their Counsellor, complete an application and register for their Tech Quest 

program (a half -day orientation to the college and the program in which they are interested in attending). 

Please submit the application ASAP as students are waitlisted. As well, please donõt forget to attend the 

WTC Open House at both campuses on 1551 Pembina  Hwy. and 130 Henlow Bay on   Thursday, Feb-
ruary 11 from 9:00 a.m to 8:00 p.m.
